Week 1
Bible Story: Joseph’s brothers lied to Jacob, Genesis 37:17b-36; 45:25-28
Bottom Line: When you’re not truthful, you hurt the people you should care about most.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid‘'s Question) When you’re not truthful, who gets hurt?
(Parent's Question) What’s one thing you want your children to understand about honesty

Week 2
Bible Story: Haman’s plot to destroy the Jews, Esther 3; 4:8b; 5:6-10; 7:1-6, 9b-10
Bottom Line: Lying to hurt someone else really hurts YOU.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid‘s Question) How can lying hurt YOU?
(Parent's Question) Did you ever tell a lie as a kid that backfired? What happened?

Week 3
Bible Story: Jesus and Zacchaeus, Luke 19:1-10
Bottom Line: Truthfulness builds friendships; dishonesty tears them down.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid‘s Question) How can dishonesty tear down a friendship?
(Parent's Question) Has anyone ever given you a do-over after you’ve been dishonest?

Week 4
Bible Story: Judas betrays Jesus, John 12:3-6; Matthew 26:14-16,20-25,47-50; 27:1-5
Bottom Line: You can lie so much you forget what matters.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid‘s Question) Why do you think God hates dishonesty?
(Parent’s Question) Can you think of a time you overcame the temptation to lie as a kid?
What happened?
