Week 2
Bible Story: The golden calf, Exodus 19:2-8; 32:1-7,15-24,30-34

Bottom Line: Don’t get tired of doing the right thing.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid’s Question) What was one “right thing” the Israelites got 

tired of doing in today’s Bible story? (Parent's Question) What do you 
think are some of the best reasons to be patient?

Week 3
Bible Story: The fall of Jericho, Joshua 3:1-14; 6:1-20

Bottom Line: Don’t miss out because you think you can’t wait.
Talk About As A Family: (Kid’s Question) What are you looking forward to within the next 

month that you don’t wan tot miss out on? (Parent’s Question) What’s 
one of the best things you were glad you waited for?

Week 4
Bible Story: A principle of patience, Proverbs 15:18
Bottom Line: If you don’t wait, it could hurt others.

Talk About As A Family: (Kid’s Question) What are 3 things you can do to help yourself 
not give in to impatience? (Parent’s Question) Has your 

impatience ever cost someone else?
