Talk About As A Family: (Kid’s Question) Who is your most encouraging friend?

(Parent’s Question) Do you know someone who always seems to have encouraging words 
for you?

Week 4
Bible Story: Jesus says to be light, Matthew 5:14-16

Bottom Line: What in the world are you doing to show others God’s goodness?
Talk About As A Family: (Kid’s Question) How can your words and actions show others 

what God is like? (Parent’s Question) Why do you think kids may not like hearing the word 
responsibility?
